This bungalow was designed by Leola Hall*, a developer and builder who sought to make
good design and architectural details available to a broad range of the post-earthquake
population. Her Elmwood homes, such as 2848 Russell, tended to feature large, inviting
public rooms with smaller private spaces. She maximized the use of interior space with a
compact hallway and lots of storage in the basement. She
placed the home close to the lot- line, maximizing the side yard as
well as the sense of presence of the house on the lot, located as it
is on a prestigious corner.
